REGULAR SEATING- Our regular seating is dining car table seating with up to 4 seats to a table.
Windows up to 5 feet wide are on both side of the car and provide great views of the passing countryside.

FIRST CLASS SEATING- Ride in style in our first class coach accommodations. Coach accommodations
are spacious cushioned seats with 5 ft wide windows on both sides of the car.

DOME SEATING- The ultimate panoramic view from our train is from the 20 seats in our ex-Northern
Pacific Ry dome-coach car. You will ride in spacious cushioned seats in the glass-enclosed dome that is
above the roofline of the rest of the train.
